2014-2015 NBOME COMLEXSA Bulletin of Information Released

In early July the NBOME released its updated COMLEX -
USA Bulletin of Information (BOI) for 2014 -2015. ltis
available online. The BOI effectively serves as a candidate's
"how to" guide for the COMLEX-USA series of examinations,
covering information on eligibility, fees, exam descriptions,
scheduling, transcripts and much more. It also constitutes a
legal contract and outlines a candidate's obligations with respect
to confidentiality, professional behavior and irregular conduct.

Key updates to the BOI for 2014-2015 include:

1 An interactive table of contents with hyperlinks directly to
sections of the 40-page document to improve searching
throughout the document

1 More detailed descriptions of score reporting with references
back to our website for more extensive details and specific
score release target date fAwindo
1 A notice concerning the future implementation of a new
Blueprint
1 A more detailed description of the test items included in the
COMLEXUSA examinations, and
f Better descriptions to assist in locating tutorials within
practice examinations.

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NBOME Hosts 2nd US Osteopathic Medical Regulatory Summit

The NBOME hosted a historic meeting on June 21, 2014,
in Baltimore, MD, convening leaders

in Osteopathic Medical Regulation
across the continuum from medical
school and residency training to
board certification, licensure, and
continuous professional
development in physician practice.

Representatives from each of the
organizations entrusted with professional
regulation for osteopathic medicine
participated in the Summit and included:
the American Association of Colleges of
Osteopathic Medicine (AACOM), the AOA
and its accrediting and certification
bodies (e.g., AOA-COCA, AOABOS), the
Federation of State Medical Boards and
the American Association of Osteopathic
Examiners. Also in attendance were

|l eaders from most
organizations, including American
College of Osteopathic Family Physicians
(ACOFP), American College of
Osteopathic Surgeons (ACOS), American

participants explored the role of
assessment within osteopathic medicine
in the new era of a single graduate medical education (GME)
accreditation system and aligned to identify strategies that
preserve osteopathic distinctiveness throughout the assessment
continuum. The COMLEX-USA Examination series,

designed for osteopathic physician licensure, is also

utilized for several additional important secondary

purposes, including as a graduation requirement for

osteopathic medical schools, and, a measure of direct

evidence of student learning in accreditation . Therefore,
COMLEXUSA scores are a useful tool for both applicants and
program directors for residency programs. The latter becomes
increasingly important to the profession and the public in the

era of single GME.

A key consensus was resonant from the first Summit, held in
2012: nAnPatients are best
osteopathic physicians who have qualified by virtue of passing
graduation requirements and competency assessments
designed for the practice of osteopathic medicine and validated
for that distinct purpose. 0
